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What is a Budget Override?

A budget override is a measure placed on the ballot
that enables residents of AESD to directly increase
the funding to their community schools. A
Maintenance and Operations (M&O) Override
provides funding for the day to day operational
expenses of the school district.

Why Do We Need to Renew
the Current M&O Override?

* Provide funding to maintain and/or reduce
current class sizes.

* Provide funding to maintain the full day Kindergarten
program, which is no longer funded by the state.

» Attract and retain the highest qualified educators in
the profession.

* Ensure continuation of special area classes such as
P.E.,Technology, Art, Music, and Band.

* Maintain student transportation services at the
current radius standards.

» Sustain funding for special needs students.

* Continue funding for school nurses.

» Continue current staffing for social workers,
counselors and psychologists working with
academically and socially at-risk students.

What is the Cost to the
Average Homeowner?

$11.67 per month or $0.38 per day for the average
residential home value.

The M&O Override continuation question will
appear on the November 3, 2020 ballot. The
estimated first year tax rate for the proposed
continuation of the M&O Override is $1.12 per

$100 of Net Assessed Valuation. Because the
district currently has an M&O Override for the
same 15%), this will be a continuation of the tax
and not an increase to taxes.
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
